Dorothy E. Tate Scholarship

The Dorothy E. Tate Scholarship, established by the Alabama Homemakers and Community Leaders (AHCL), pays tribute to Dr. Dorothy E. Tate for her exceptional guidance and support during her tenure as our advisor from 1975 to 1991. Founded in 1991, this scholarship aims to assist AHCL members pursuing degree or non-degree personal development goals.

Requirements:
Applicants must have been AHCL members for the past two years.

Procedure:
All eligible AHCL members are encouraged to submit applications for the Dorothy E. Tate Scholarship. Application forms for the selection process are included in AHCL State packets and accessible on the AHCL website. Announcements about the scholarship are featured at least once a year in the NEWSLETTER. Completed application forms with attachments should be sent to the District Coordinator for consideration at the next AHCL Executive Board meeting.
The Immediate AHCL Executive Board serves as the selection Ie, awarding scholarships (not exceeding $250.00 each) based on available funds and application information. Recipients will be notified by their District Coordinator, and funds will be disbursed by the State Treasurer. 
Scholarship recipients are expected to provide a report to AHCL upon completing the course for which the scholarship was utilized. This report can be delivered orally at the AHCL annual meeting or submitted in writing to the AHCL President. Scholarship recipients are eligible to reapply in the future.
